He has practiced and mastered various concentration practices
with well-known teachers in Thailand, trained as a shaman and
healer, traveled as a wandering ascetic, and became a master of
intensive insight meditation. No matter what technique is used, he
eventually directs the student back to the insight practice of seeing
the true nature of their own body-mind process with compassion
and freedom of heart.

He will be speaking on December 3™.

enerable Ajahn Phra Somchai Punyamano was ordained at
Wat Nongkieam Tambol Pakha Amphur Banna Nakhonnayok
Province at the age of 20. After that he went to practice meditation
in a cave for 10 years and then walking retreat for many years.
In 1976 his parents donated the land for Wat Pa Sawangboon in
Sraburi province. He is its first abbot.

He will be speaking on December 4™.
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This year’s Dhamma speakers have been chosen from
Thailand as they are the chief organizers for this year

Venerable Ajahn Mitsuo Gavesako, from Japan, ordained

as a disciple of Ven. Phra Bodhinyana Thera (Venerable Ajahn
Chah) in 1975. He helped found Wat Pah Nanachart. He has ex-
perienced various practices in Buddhism and has taken Dhutanga
(Austere Practices) to several difficult places in Thailand and
abroad. He is the abbot of Wat Sunandhavanaram, Baan Tha Tian,
Kanchanaburi Province. Since he was a child, he wondered: “What
is a satisfactory life?” and thought there should be more to life.
He traveled through India, Nepal, Iran and European countries.
When he arrived at Bodha Gaya and observed the Buddha’s Image,
he recalled Buddhadhamma and got the answer to his question:
absolute truth is within our own body and mind, true happiness
is in our mind and everyone can overcome unhappiness. Then he
stopped seeking from the outside and started cultivating insight.

He will be speaking on December 5.

enerable Phra Dhammamolee is the Ecclesiastical
Governor of Surin Province, Thailand, and the Abbot of Wat
Salaloi. Dr. Dhammamolee also serves as the deputy Rector of Ma-
hachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Surin Campus.

He will be speaking on December 6™.
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enerable Phraathikarn Sanong Katapunyo (Luang Phor) was
born into a family of farmers in Supanburi Province, Central
Thailand, in the year of the monkey 1944. He ordained as a bhik-
khu in 1964 and spent his first ten years either wandering the forests
of Thailand or in intensive isolated meditation. He founded Wat
Sanghathan (Sanghadana Temple) in 1974 with the aim of making
it a centerpoint for Dhamma propagation, monastic training and
social development based on the dhutaniga (wandering) practices.
Wat Sanghathan currently has a branch system of over 30 temples
in country, is starting up two branches in India as well as Nepal, has
a radio network — ‘SanghathanDhamma’ — operating in nearly 25
provinces; a satellite television station, ‘SBBTV’, primarily broad-
casting in Asia, and is building a Thai Herbal Hospital among other
projects.

He will be speaking on December 7.

enerable Mae Chee Sansanee Sthirasuta is a leader from the

Thai Buddhist tradition. The child of a single mother, she has
broken through traditional boundaries. She is now seen as a figure-
head in Thailand and a world-renowned peace messenger.
Before becoming a Buddhist nun she was a model. When she was
27 years old, she decided to give up her fame and was ordained.
After 7 years of studying and practicing Dharma, she found that
the Dhamma could solve the misery of life. Therefore, in 1986, she
established Sathira Dhammasathan, a meditation community in
the heart of Bangkok. Ven. Mae Chee has founded the Relationship
Home Project, the Parents” School Project, a prison visitation pro-
gram, a Buddhist kindergarten school and established the Sawika
Sikhalaya Dharma School.

She will be speaking on December 8™.
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Venerable~Aj ahn Phra Raj Siddhimuni, ordained with the
name Nanasamvaro Bhikkhu, was born in the Khonakaen
district of Thailand and received his higher ordination at Wat Tat
Aram Laung. He passed his Pali examination, grade IX in 1985
and holds a BA in philosophy and an MA in Comparative Reli-
gious Studies.He was trained in Vipassana Meditation according
to the Four Foundation of Mindfulness under the instruction of
Phra Dhamma Thira Raja Mahamuni and under the guidance of
Venerable Dr. Baddhanta Asabha Thera, Aggamaha Kama Than
Acariya. In 2005, he was given the Ecclesiastical Honorific Title of
the Royal Class of Phra Raj Siddhimuni VI, and is currently As-
sistant Abbot, Acting Vipassana Meditation Master and Head of
section 7 of the royal monastery Wat Mahathat in Bangkok, and
Vipassana Meditation Master of the Buddhist Faculty in the Grad-
uate School Maha Chula Longkorn University, among other posi-
tions.
He will be speaking on December 9™ .

enerable Acariya Chaiya Apichayo was born in Nong

Muen Tan in the Loi Et province. Acariya Chaiya earned a
bachelor degree from Srinakarintaravirod University. He ordained
as a monk on March 12, 1985 under tutelage of Venerable Acariya
Thoon Khippapanyo. Acariya Chaiya began communicating this
method to students, government workers, and others through
dhamma seminars. It can be summed up as “Learn right from
wrong.” Acariya Chaiya was a principal in all of Acariya Thoon’s
major endeavors. He has a talent for relaying Acariya Thoon’s ser-
mons in their complete integrity. In 2002, Acariya Chaiya became
the abbot of Wat Pa Tad Nam Pu. Three years later, he was bestowed
the high honor of Phra Khrupiyasilajan from the Sangha as well
as the ecclesiastical district officer in the Ban Phue district in 2006.
